What would you need to set up a
household? Well, when you make your list, you can p robably guess that these
things are the same things the Sams need.

| will be helping the Sams gather and collect whatever donations you have. I'll
even provide a pick-up service if needed! We will b egin moving them into their
apartment the week of July 26 and they hope to be living there by the first of August.
If you bring things to the church, come to the offi ce and someone in the office will
help you find a space to put your donation for temp orary storage until it can be
moved to the Sam’s apartment.
