Jenny and Brian spent their teenage years at Sutton Baptist Church, Surrey, in England. They were bapt ized there. In those days the 
church was one of the largest in the denomination w ith a great tradition of preaching and music of a t raditional kind. Jenny sang in 
the choir; Brian went to King’s College School, Wim bledon. He had a strong sense of calling to the min istry in his teenage years and 
went in 1960 to Bristol Baptist College and Bristol  University to train for ministry. They were marrie d in 1965, and settled into their 
first pastorate in St George, a locality in Bristol , where their two daughters, Debby and Vicky, were born. In 1969, they moved to 
South Street Baptist Church, Exeter, in Devon, a church with a noted preaching ministry in the center of town. It was during these 
years, with the active    encouragement of the Chur ch, that Brian did his theological research and gai ned his doctorate with a thesis 
entitled “The Concept of the Knowledge of God” (pub lished in the States by St Martin’s Press in 1988). In 1977, they moved again to 
Nottingham, to the Mansfield Road Baptist Church, a  large inner city mixed congregation with a signifi cant local parish ministry .                                                                                                                            

They expected to stay in Nottingham a long time but  were surprised when Brian was invited to join the staff of the Northern Baptist 
College, Manchester. He taught Christian ethics in the university and shared in the preparation of min isters in the ecumenical con-
text of the college. He was eventually to become th e  College Principal. In 1994, he served as President of the Baptist Union of Great 
Britain. During these years he wrote a number of bo oks for the      International Bible Reading Association looking at The Cross, 
Easter and Ascension, Advent and Christmas and     Pentecost. He was also involved in writing about Ba ptist identity. In 1995, he 
was called to his old college at Bristol to be the Principal. The college was very weak and vulnerable , but with strong ecumenical 
partnerships, it grew again and established a signi ficant youth ministry program. Brian always hoped h e would return to a local 
pastorate and was delighted when Bloomsbury Central  Baptist Church invited him to serve as minister. T he church has a notable 
pulpit ministry. It is set in central London and ha s important ministries to visitors as well as homel ess people in  London. Brian and 
Jenny eventually moved, at the age of 65,  back to Manchester where they live near their two grandchil dren, William (11) and Char-
lotte (8). Nowadays Jenny and Brian enjoy membershi p at Didsbury Baptist Church, a small congregation near Manchester Univer-
sity. Brian is often away preaching and is still in volved in writing. His latest book, just published,  is entitled “On Being the Church; 
Revisioning Baptist Identity” and is written with R uth Gouldbourne (who succeeded Brian at Bloomsbury)  and Anthony Cross 
(published by Paternoster Press).  

Jenny and Brian enjoy walking, reading and listenin g to music. Jenny knits and knits. Brian watches al l the cricket he can and looks 
forward to having baseball  explained to him.
